 This well-built, peaceful cottage enjoys a se-

cluded position off a minor road, some 12km to the 

east of Villefranche-de-Rouergue, the very pretty 

market town between Cahors, and Rodez further to 

the east, and which has good shopping facilities and 

market day every Thursday. 

 

 Though granite forms the immediate sub-

strate, this whole region features broad, stunning 

expanses of ócaussesô, or limestone plateaux, divided 

here and there by steep scattered ravines and fast-

flowing streams, and with hamlets and watermills, 

irresistible for painter and walker alike, leading even-

tually to the Cévennes Hills, then Uzès, Nîmes, Avi-

gnon and Provence, a wonderful adventure for fine 

scenery.  North and west lie Cahors, and the mean-

dering Lot Valley, flowing west to Bordeaux.  To the 

south one finds Montauban, Toulouse and the stun-

ning Pyrenees.  Geographically the Cahors region is 

known as the óQuercyô in tribute to the thickly-clad 

hillsides of oak (Quercus), which provide excellent 

pasture for local sheep farmers, and also timber for 

wine barrels, and for the barges to float them down-

river to the wine industry of Bordeaux, and the sur-

rounding celebrated wine area.  The Lot Valley is 

known too for the numerous Cahors vineyards along 

its banks, and the walnut orchards, which are another 

prominent feature. 

 

 The house sits in private grounds of 5,800m² 

(about 1½ acres), is handsomely built of the local 

stone, tastefully decorated.  The house opens to a 

small patio and gentle steps, which lead to a tidy path 

past a lake, to the very large, sunny private pool. 

 Accommodation in this property is on two floors, 

with two double bedrooms and two bathrooms.  The mas-

ter bedroom upstairs has a large double bed (1m80) and 

bathroom with slipper bath and WC.  Downstairs is an-

other bedroom with double bed (1m60) , separate bath-

room with WC and shower, a well-equipped kitchen, liv-

ing/dining area and patio doors leading to sunny patio 

with outdoor furniture.
